Fremont Neighborhood Council Board Meeting – May 22, 2017

Proposed Apartment Project, 3959/3965 Fremont Ave N – Anna-Stina Lagerquist
Anna-Stina presented information on the proposed microhousing development across from B. F. Day.  No on-site parking is planned.  There are no plans for a staircase to Fremont Ave on the site.  A staircase would provide apartment residents access to public transportation.  Developer has been approached with suggestion for building a 6 unit town house instead of microhousing but developer plans to manage the development himself and believes that rental income would be more profitable.  
There was discussion that the developer is benefitting from being within the Urban Village (site is at the edge boundary with single family) yet is not providing easy access to Fremont.  Concern about parking in the alley west of the development, access for fire trucks, increased cars in alley where there are families with small children.  Toby will consult with land use lawyer.
Treasurer’s Report:  Jim reported that $5,000 had been sent to B. F. Day for their playground project.  Regarding the Fremont Clean Up project, Jim also reported that a bill for $726 has been received for insurance and an advance of $370.93 was provided to Dennis for items he will purchase.

Minutes:  Norma moved that the minutes be approved.  Linda seconded.  Minutes were approved. 
Organize for 2017:  Toby said that Pete will be serving as the Transportation Chair and that Anna-Stina will work on Tree Conservation issues.  The Land Use Committee will include Gordon Lagerquist and Erik.  It would be good to see if there are East Fremont residents who would be interested in being on the committee. The plan is that Land Use will meet on the 2nd Monday of each month to work on how to empower the neighborhood.
Toby said that the West Seattle HALA power point is a good example.  More outreach and education is necessary.  The EIS draft for MHA upzones is important.  A longer comment period is necessary.

Discussion about Upcoming Meetings / Topics:

· Community Grants Process:    Questions and comments:  Do we want to plan how much in grants could be awarded this year?   Discussion that the early draft regarding grants should be revived.  It is a good idea to have a framework in place when grant requests come in.  Need a policy document.  It is key to decide how much and in what categories grants would be made.  This should be on the agenda at the next meeting. 

· Transfer Station Settlement:  Invite plaintiffs.  The plaintiffs need to agree on how to utilize the $60,000.

· Matt has contacted Kathleen about the traffic signal/utility box art project.  The box at 36th and Phinney needs to have graffiti removed.  Invite Laurie Ames (Dept of Neighborhoods) and Kathleen to a meeting in June or July to discuss annual fees for boxes and who has been /should be paying the fees. 
· Jim said that he will be the Fremont Historical Society technical lead on the 4Culture grant to improve the FHS website.  As a result, when the grant is awarded, it will be best if he is not the person to handle the funds, i.e. sign the FNC checks to the web developer.  It should be a different Board member who has check signing authority who handles those funds. 
The meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be June 26, 2017.
